Bible says:
Hebrews 10:8ð12



8 First, Christ said, åYou did not want animal 
sacrifices or sin offerings or burnt offerings or 
other offerings for sin, nor were you pleased 
with themæ (though they are required by the 
law of Moses). 9Then he said, åLook, I have 
come to do your will.æ He cancels the first 

covenant in order to put the second into effect.



10For Godès will was for us to be made holy by 
the sacrifice of the body of Jesus Christ, once 

for all time. 11Under the old covenant, the 
priest stands and ministers before the altar day 
after day, offering the same sacrifices again 
and again, which can never take away sins.



12But our High Priest offered himself to God as 
a single sacrifice for sins, good for all time. 
Then he sat down in the place of honor at Godès 

right hand.
Hebrews 10:7ã12

Remember: Even today whwn 

we pray and ask God to 

forgive our sins, it is NOT our 

prayer causes forgiveness!!



It is the one -time, permanent  

sacrifice of Jesus that allows 

for forgiveness, and it is our 

faith (spoken in prayer), that 

takes hold of the forgiveness 

God extends through Jesus.
