6Though [Jesus] was God, he did not think of 
equality with God as something to cling to.

7Instead, he gave up his divine privileges; he 
took the humble position of a slave and was 

born as a human being.
When he appeared in human form,

8he humbled himself in obedience to God and 
died a criminalès death on a cross.



For the Scriptures say, åIt is through faith that 
a righteous person has life.æ 12This way of faith 

is very different from the way of law, which 
says, åIt is through obeying the law that a 

person has life.æ



13But Christ has rescued us from the curse 
pronounced by the law. When he was hung on 
the cross, he took upon himself the curse for 

our wrongdoing. For it is written in the 
Scriptures, åCursed is everyone who is hung on 
a tree.æ 14Through Christ Jesus, God has 

blessed the Gentiles with the same blessing he 
promised to Abraham Ü

Ancient tradition held that 

anyone who was executed on 

a cross was cursed by God.

You were dead because of your sins and 
because your sinful nature was not yet cut 

away. Then God made you alive with Christ, for 
he forgave all our sins.He canceled the record 
of the charges against us and took it away by 

nailing it to the cross.

Powerof God



17 [Paul was sent] to preach the Good Newsä
and not with clever speech, for fear that the 
cross of Christ would lose its power. 18The 
message of the cross is foolish to those who 
are headed for destruction! But we who are 
being saved know it is the very power of God Ü 

22[The Cross] is foolish to the Jews, who ask 
for signs from heaven.



And it is foolish to the Greeks, who seek human 
wisdom. 23So when we preach that Christ was 

crucified, the Jews are offended and the 
Gentiles say itès all nonsense. 24But to those 
called by God to salvation, both Jews and 

Gentiles, Christ is the power of God and the 
wisdom of God.
